No. 7/Stha(Araj.E)-21/2016 -3248—In exercise of the power conferred by proviso of Article
309 of the constitution of India, The Governor, of Bihar is pleased to make following rules for
regulating the procedure of appointment to the sanctioned post and service condition of Non-
Gazetted Excise officers Bihar.
1. Short title, extent and commencement.—
(1) These rules may be called Bihar Non-Gazetted Excise officers (Recruitment and
service conditions) rules 2017.
(2) It shall extended to the whole Bihar.
(3) It shall come into force from the date of issuance of this notification.
2. Definitions.—In these rules, unless otherwise requires in the subject or context:-
(i)  "Government" means the Government of Bihar ;
(ii)  "Appointing Authority" means Excise Commissioner, Bihar ;
(iif) "Department” means Prohibition, Excise and Registration Department ;
(iv) "Cadre" means Bihar Non-Gazetted Excise officer's cadre ;
(v) "Commissioner" means Excise Commissioner, Bihar ;
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(vi) "Recruitment Agency" means Bihar Staff Selection Commissions or any agency

selected by the department ;

(vii) "Schedule" means schedules attached with these rules.

3. Structure of the Cadre.—

(1) Hierarchy of post of the Cadre will be as following :-
(a) Excise Constable
(b) Excise Assistant Sub-Inspector
(c) Excise Sub-Inspector

(2) The total strength of posts of the cadre will be the same, as may be prescribed
and sanctioned by the state government, from time to time. The state government
may revise the number of strength of posts as per requirement, from time to time.

4. Recruitment.— Appointment against the regular post of the Cadre, will be made in the
pay scale prescribed by the state government in accordance with the prescribed procedure by the
competent authority.

(1) All the posts of Excise Constables will be filled by direct recruitment.

(2)  Appointment of the dependents of the deceased persons may be made on the
compassionate ground against the sanctioned posts of the Excise Constables.

(3)  All the posts of Assistant Sub-Inspector Excise will be filled by promotion from
trained Excise Constables in accordance with seniority, and ability.

(4) 75 percent of total strength of posts of Excise Sub-Inspector, will be filled by
direct recruitment. Remaining 25 percent posts will be filled by promotion from
the Assistant Sub-Inspectors of Excise, holder of qualifications prescribed for the
post of Sub-Inspector, on the basis of seniority and ability.

5. Qualification for Direct Appointment.—The Educational qualification, Physical
Ability, age limit, other eligibility criteria and procedure of recruitment to the post of Excise
constable and excise sub-inspector shall be adopted as prescribed for the post of police constable and
police sub-inspector respectively in the Bihar police manual 1978 and subsequent amendment vide
notification made by the home department bihar for the appointment to the post of police constahle
and police sub-inspector.

0. Reservation.—

(1) In this cadre, provisions of reservation/roster, enforced for time being in the state
will be followed at the time of direct recruitment or promotion.

(2) Benefit of reservation in recruitment and promotion shall be admissible only to the
original residents of the state of Bihar. Candidates of reservation category of other
state shall be considered as a candidate of general category.

7 Probation period -

(i)  Probation period, for direct recruits/ newly appointed Excise Constables on
compassionate ground, shall be of six months.

(2)  Probation period for direct recruits to the post of Excise Sub-Inspector shall be of
two years,

(3)  On service not found satisfactory during probation period, and with reasons to be
recorded, the probation period may be extended up to six month in case of
constable and one year in the case of Excise Sub-Inspectors. If service is not found
satisfactory even during extended probation period, the official may be terminated
from service by giving the opportunity of hearing under the principle of natural
justice.
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8. Training —

(1) It shall be compulsory for the newly appointed Excise Constables to get the training
of realizable excise rules for constables, made under the provisions of Excise Act (as
may be prescribed by the Excise Commissioner), including arms training and all
other trainings which is given to the police constables. The training will be given in
Constable Training School at Nathnagar or the places as it may be prescribed by the
Appointing Authority. Excise Constables shall be treated as trained only after
passing the examination held after training in the Constables Training School.
Prescribed procedure for training is specified in schedule- L.

Excise Sub-Inspectors appointed by direct recruitment will be required to get
such training or to pass such Departmental Examination during probation as it
may be prescribed by the Appointing Authority from time to time. For proper
and systematic physical and mental training, the recruits may be sent from time
to time to those police training colleges which the appointing authority i.e.
Excise Commissioner may think suitable.

The training period will be of six months or it will be the same as it may be
prescribed by Excise Commissioner.

During training, Excise Act and rules framed under it, Indian Penal Code,
Criminal Procedure, Prescribed sections of Evidence Act, and other relevant
Act, along with arms training and all other training that is given to Police-Sub-
Inspectors, or as the competent authority directs, shall be compulsory

The detailed instruction for the training of directly recruited Excise sub-
inspectors is specified in schedule- II to this rule.

Excise sub-inspectors, promoted from Assistant Sub-Inspector of Excise, shall
have to get a refresher course training and about how to have control over
subordinates, for two months, or as the Excise Commissioner prescribes. The
detailed instruction for refresher course training and how to have control over
subordinates is specified ir: schedule- III to this rule.

9. Confirmation .—

The service of the Excise constables shall be confirmed by the Excise
Commissioner after satisfactorily completion of probation period and after
being successful in the examination held at Constable Training School after the
completion of training.

The service of the Excise Sub-Inspectors shall be confirmed by the Excise
Commissioner after satisfactorily completion of probation period and after
being successful in the examination held at Police Training College after
corr;p]etion of training as well as prescribed Departmental Examination.

10. Pay scale .—Pay scale determined by the state government from time to time shall be
admissible to the different post in this cadre.
11. Promotion —

(1)(a)

All the post of Excise Assistant-Sub Inspectors will be filled by promotion
from Excise constables on the basis of seniority and eligibility.

Assistant Sub-Inspectors of excise shall be promoted to the post of Sub-
Inspector of Excise against the 25 percent of total sanctioned post of Sub-
Inspector of Excise on the basis of seniority and eligibility.
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(2). Eligibility for promotion-

(a)  Tenure of service.—The minimum Period of satisfactory qualifying service
(kalawadhi) for promotion to the different cadre posts in this cadre will be
the same as may be prescribed by the orders/instructions of the General
Administrative Department from time to time.

(b) Confirmation.—confirmation in the service will be compulsory for the
promotion.

() Conduct—It will be compulsory for the employee to have satisfactory
conduct for consideration for promotion. There shall not be any
departmental proceeding pending against the candidate and no punishment,
is effective in the period of consideration for promotion.

(d)  Training—It will be compulsory to pass in the examination held after
training in the Police Training School/College and other training Institute.

(3) (a) Promotion will be given on the recommendation made by the Departmémal
Promotion Committee constituted for this purpose.

(b) The procedure of promotion in this cadre will be the same as it have been or
may be fixed from time to time by Excise Commissioner, Bihar in view of the
provision of General Administrative Department and Excise Manual. In case of
dispute and anomaly, the procedure of promotion shall remain covered by the
provisions issued by General Administrative Department from time to time.

(4) The educational qualification for promotion to the post of Excise Sub-Inspector
from Assistant Sub-Inspector Excise, will be the same as is prescribed for direct
recruitment to the post of Sub-Inspector Excise for the time being.

12. Seniority.—

. The seniority of Excise Constables and Excise Sub-Inspectors will be fixed on the
basis of merit order issued by "Recruitment Agency" for the direct recruitment.

2. Coming Excise employees by promotion shall be senior to the Excise employees

appointed by the direct recruitment in any calendar year. X

3. In case of dispute or anomaly the seniority will be determined by the appointing
authority i.e. Excise Commissioner as per the provisions, prescribed in this respect.
by the General Administrative Department.

13. Status of the Cadre.— The status of this cadre shall be determined in accordance with
the classification issued by the State Government, from time to time. This Cadre will be of State
level.

14. Transfer-Posting.—

(1) Transfer and Posting of employees of this cadre will be fully covered by the
order/directions issued by the General Administrative Department/Cabinet
secretariat Department and by the provisions of Excise Manual.

(2) (a) Transfer of Excise Constables may be made by Excise Commissioner in

different Divisions of the State

(b) Transfer and Posting of Excise Constables may be made by Deputy
Commissioner of the Division in different districts within division

(c) Transfer and Posting of Excise Assistant Sub-Inspectors and Excise Sub-
Inspectors may be made by Excise Commissioner in the districts of state and
Excise Divisional offices.
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(d) Transfer of Excise Constables, Assistant Sub-Inspectors, Excise Sub-Inspectors
within a district may be made by Excise Superintendent and Assistant
Commissioner of Excise of the district.

(e) Generally the transfer shall be made once in a year in the month of May-June
but if necessary, it may be made any time by the permission of the Competent
Authority.

15. Duty and Liability.—

(1)  Staff of this cadre shall perform all their duties in their jurisdiction which are
prescribed in Excise Act (Excise manual) or may be prescribed by Government
and competent authority from time to time.

(2)  Areas of working of Excise Sub-Inspector shall be called "Anchals". The extent of
an Excise "Anchals" shall be the same as the areas of a "Revenue "Anchals” is
defined or prescribed by the government.

16. Discipline, Appeal and Penalty.—

(1) Provisions of the Bihar Excise Manual and the Bihar Government Servant
(Classification Control and Appeal) Rule-2005, as amended time to time shall be
applicable to all the members of this cadre.

(2) The power of appointing/disciplinary authority of giving minor punishment
against the members of this cadre posted in the division, under the Bihar
Government servant (classification-control-appeal) rule 2005 will be delegated in
the Divisional Deputy Commissioner of Excise.

(3) It will be compulsory, to provide detailed information about proceeding drawn or
to be drawn against the staff of this cadre, to the Excise Commissioner in time, by
the Deputy Commissioner Excise, Assistant commissioner of Excise and Excise
Superintendent.

17. Miscellaneous Subjects.— In context of matters not covered by these rules, or orders
issued under these rule, the members of this cadre will be governed by the codes/Rules/Resolutions/
Instructions of state government, applicable to other employees of appropriate level of state
government.

18. Interpretations.— If any doubt arises in respect of interpretation of any provisions of
these rules, the matter will be referred to the department. The decision of the department, after
consultation with the Law department will be final.

19. Power to mal_i:e regulation.— For implementation of the provisions prescribed in these
rules, the state government may make regulation.

20. Power to remove difficulties — The Excise Commissioner, Bihar, with the approval of
the government, may remove any difficulties arising in the implementation of any provisions of
these rules, by such a general or a special order which is not irrelevant to the provisions of these
rules,after consultation with Law Department.

21. Repeal and stavings.—
(1) Resolutions /Rules /orders etc. already issued by the state government from time
to time, relating to this cadre, are hereby repealed.

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(2) Notwithstanding such repeal, anything done or any action taken under the said
Rules/Resolution and Orders issued prior to these rules, shall be deemed to have
been done or taken under these Rules as if these Rules were come in to force on
the day on which such thing was done or such action was taken.

Schedule-1
Regarding training to be imparted at Constables Training School.
See Rules-8 (1)

1. For imparting sound and systematic physical and mental training, Excise constables and
Excise Assistant Sub-Inspectors will be sent to Constables training school Nathnagar, or other
training Centers where the Excise Commissioner thinks fit.

2. A list of selected candidates will be sent to principle Constables Training School, at least
15 days before. If any subsequent change is made in the list may immediately be communicated to
the principle Constables Training School.

3. Generally 400 candidates, in two batches, of 200 hundred cadets of each, or as the Excise
Commissioner, thinks fit will be sent for training after consultation with the principle Constables
Training School.

4. A Hindi version of Bihar Excise Manual will be made available to every candidate.

5. Excise superintendent/Excise Assistant Commissioner of the district from which the
cadets are deputed for training shall insure that the cadets have full uniforms.

6. Excise Superintendent/Excise Assistant Commissioner of the concerned districts, which
sending constables or assistant sub-inspectors for training, shall forward simultaneously the
following documents to the principle constables training school.

(a) A copy of district order deputing him to constable training school.
(b) The last pay certificate.
(c¢) The service book.
7. Pay of the cadets will be disbursed by the Excise office in which the training school is

situated or as per the direction made by the excise commissioner. ’

8. (a) Travelling allowances to, Excise constable and Excise Assistant Sub-Ins
already in service, shall be admissible for a journey from the district of posting to Constable training
school and for back from Constables training school to district of their posting.

(b) Travelling allowances will not be admissible to new recruits for journey to join their
first appointment.

9. Instruction in Laws and Rules of the department will be taught by an Inspector of Excise,
deputed to Constables Training School for the purpose. If the trainer finds that any constables or
assistant sub-inspector is mentally unfit for training, he will immediately report to the principle, who
will send report with his own opinion to Excise commissioner. Decision of Excise Commissioner
will be final in this regard.

10. Physical training to the Excise cadets will be imported by the police Inspector.

11. For the purpose of practical training the excise cadets may go out with the excise
inspector in some of raiding parties organized by the district staff subject to the permission of
principle Constable Training School.

12. The examination in law and excise rules will be held y one of the Deputy
Commissioner/Excise Superintendent/Excise Assistant Commissioner selected by the Excise
Commissioner. Excise censtables will be examined orally and Assistant Sub-Inspecior will be
examined in writing. Pass marks will be fifty percent of total marks allotted.

Practical training for warehouse and distilleries working will be given by an officer not below the
rank of Excise Inspector, deputed in police training college for the purpose. Posting of instructor will
be made from the district Excise office where the training college is situated or as the Excise
Commissioner prescribes.

3. Excise cadet will get technical and practical training from Excise Inspector of the district
where the training college situated or as prescribed by the Excise Commissioner.

4. Excise cadets will get technical and practical training from Excise Inspector of the district
where police cadets.

5. For the purpose of practical training for investigation and detection of Excise cases the
cadet will be attest with the raiding team of the district, where the training college is situated by the
prior permission of principle of training college, the subjects, full marks, pass marks and time
allowed for examination of Excise cadets at police training college will be as followings
